• Ensure the state’s broadband map accurately reflects your home or 

organization’s access to broadband

• Inform which locations are eligible for funding

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Let’s refresh on key terms and definitions

Term Definition

Broadband Serviceable 

Location (BSL)

A broadband serviceable location (BSL) is “a business or residential location in the 

United States at which mass-market fixed broadband Internet access service is, or 

can be, installed.”

Unserved A location that does not have access to ANY broadband, which is defined by speeds 

of 25/3 megabits per second (mbps)

Underserved A location that has access to basic speeds of 25/3, but does not have access to 

speeds of 100/20 mbps. OR, latency is greater than 100 ms

Served A location with access to broadband with speeds of 100/20 mbps (or higher) 

Community Anchor 

Institution (CAI)

Institutions that provide critical services and support to residents, especially those in 

underrepresented communities

Multiple-dwelling unit (MDU) A structure with multiple but separate housing units (e.g., an apartment building)

Latency The time it takes data to go to a server and back to your connection. If you have high 

latency, it can cause video meetings to be choppy or freeze. “Good” latency is 100 ms 

or lower
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What can you challenge?

Multiple files may be submitted by bundling them in a ZIP file. The entire upload must be less than 1GB.

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In this step, the system processes the file, and if there are any errors with the submission, a prompt will show up listing 

all the that need to be fixed and the file will have to be reuploaded before you can proceed to the next step.

In the example below, the prompt indicated an invalid location ID error:

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The next step is adding appropriate evidence. The submission will be broken down by providers included in the challenge CSV. In the 

following example, the submission has one Availability challenge for two different providers.

Follow evidence requirements and upload the appropriate evidence file. To complete a submission, click "Upload Evidence and Complete 
Submission." The submission will then move to the "Submitted Challenges" page.

Tips on when to use the map: 

1) When you have a small number of locations to challenge (<50)

2) To find information like Location ID, provider, technologies, etc. 

Important notes: 

- You cannot carry more than 10,000 challenges from the map to the portal 

- We recommend using the bulk csv templates for more than 50 challenges. Otherwise, 

challenger will need to fill in challenge details for each row

Create New Challenge Using the Map

Method 3: Through the BEAD Challenge Map
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When and how will the BEAD Challenge Map be useful?

Background 

• To submit a challenge, a user must have a Broadband 

Serviceable Location’s Location ID

• Some eligible entities may have access to the FCC 

Fabric Data, which include this information 

• However, many challengers will not have Fabric Data 

access, or may want to submit one single challenge 

This is where the map comes into play – 

• A challenger can use the map to:

➢ Search for a location (zip code, address, etc.)

➢ View a location’s eligibility status and available 

broadband 

➢ Select a location(s) and submit a challenge 

originating from the map

➢ This way, the user does not need to search for the 

Location ID; it automatically is pulled from the map 

into the challenge portal

If a Community Anchor Institution (CAI) is…

• Green: This means it is eligible for funding due to its status of 

being unserved (no access to 1 gig symmetrical).

• Red: This means it is not eligible for funding due to its status 

of being served (access to 1 gig symmetrical).

If a Broadband Serviceable Location (BSL) is… 

• Green or Yellow: This means it is eligible for funding due to 

its status of being unserved or underserved.

• Red: This means it is not eligible for funding due to its status 

of being served.

By selecting the Enforceable Commitment filter, users will see 

locations that are confirmed to be served by:

• Federal funding sources

• State funding sources

The Enforceable Commitment status overrides a location’s 

current availability status.

For example, if a location is currently underserved, but following 

the implementation of a grant program, it will be served by 

>100/20 Mbps wireline or Licensed Fixed Wireless, then it will 

appear as red (not eligible for funding).

Filters

The color scheme follows the pattern of other BSLs:
